PREAMBLE
The authority to promulgate the election rules and procedures of the election year 2009 emanates from the UPBSFI Constitution and By-Laws OR UPBSFI CBL referred to as ELECTION RULES AND PROCEDURES, ELECTION YEAR 2009, as follows: Ref. UPBSFI CBL Art. V, Sec. 3(3.2)(3.3), Art. VIII, Sec. (1.2.2)(1.2.3) 1.2(1.2.1), Art. IX, Sec. I, 2((2.1)(2.2)(2.3)(2.4), Art. XI, Sec. (1)(2)(3), Art. XI, Sec, 1(1.1), Sec. 2(2.1)92.2)(2.3), Sec. 3(3.1))3.2)(3.3)3.4)(3.4), Sec. 4(4.1)

 II.                RESPONSIBILITIES:  ELECTION COMMITTEE
 1.
It shall supervise the UPBSI election 2009 process
2.
It shall adjudicate election issues that may arise related to and during the election
3.
It shall manage, supervise and direct the voting in each respective assigned local or voting area
4.
It shall provide protest opportunity, and shall conduct hearing of protest as necessary
5.
It shall count the votes and declare the winners of the election
6.
It shall be responsible for establishing the rules of the election
7.
It shall be responsible for screening of candidates, decision made by the committee is final. 
8.
If the Rule of 8 does not apply to a geographical area as designated in Art. V, Section 3 (3.2) of the CBL, the Election Committee shall make recommendation to resolve situation to the President of UPBSFI with concurrence of the majority vote of the BOD
9.
Candidates for the Board of Directors can not be a member of the Election Committee
10.
It shall be known and understood that decisions made by the Election
      Committee are final
 III.                   CANDIDATES FOR THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS
 1.
Only paid members of good standing may run for office
2.
Membership dues can be paid on or before election
3.
Members of the election committee can not run for Board of Directors (BOD), but can vote for whoever they wish to vote for. 
4.
Prospective candidates for the Board of Directors shall submit their names by e-mail to the respective members of the election committee in-charge of the geographical location (GL), for screening at least 30 days before the day of the election, Art. VIII, Sec. 1.2.3, UPBSFI CBL or on or before 1200 Midnight of July 1, 2009. 
5.
Prospective candidates for the UPBSFI BOD, if elected  shall have the ability and willingness to serve and to  respond to resolutions relative to the welfare and well being of the memberships of UPBSFI and to UPBSFI as a whole. 
6.
Names of candidates of UPBSFI BOD will be certified by the Election Committee and announced in the internet or by any means to assure the memberships are informed, not later than July 10, 2009.
7.
The certified list of candidates shall be the official candidates and eligible to be voted on at-large for the UPBSFI BOD.
8.
Unless otherwise expressed and approved by the Election Committee and allowed by the UPBSFI Constitution and By-Laws, no other candidates for the UPBSFI BOD, 2009 shall be recognized. 
9.
Nomination (s) of a candidate for the BOD position  by a group of members or individual members may be accepted provided the nominated candidates is accepted following a screening process by the Election Committee and provided, further that the nominee meets the requirements of  Item 5 of this section and for the good of UPSBFI as a whole.
10.
Members of the Election Committee may not solicit members as candidates for the BOD position, but may encourage members to participate in the nominating and voting processes for the good of the UPBSFI. 
IV. COMPOSITION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS, Ref. Art. XI, Sec. 3(3.1)(3.2)(3.3)
 At least 25 regular members of the BOD are elected at large; the final number of elected regular members of the BOD shall be in the form of policy enactment by the President of UPBSFI with concurrence of the majority of the BOD, Art. XI, Sec. 3 (3.4), UPBSFI CBL. 
1.    Following the formula for constituency of at least 8 members of good standing to one Director (8-1) in a geographical area. 
2.     Thru the promulgation of the President of BOD there shall be “Student Board Members” consisting of the Grand Princeps (or their representatives who are easily accessible through electronic mail) of the UP Beta Sigma Fraternity in Diliman, Padre Faura,  Los Banos, Mindanao, Visayas and Baguio (non-voting)
3.      The Immediate Past President of UPBSFI shall be a member of the BOD for a term concurrent with the term of the current BOD
4.        (1) representing Operation Big Brother, (1) representing Big Brother Bounty (1) representing SOMA/TK/BNT
5.       The number of BOD positions per GL/Country/Chapter shall be according to the number of members of good standing (i.e. paid 2009 Dues as of July 1, 2009) following the Rule of Eight (8).

VIII.              DECLARATION OF WINNERS
The results of the names of the winners shall be sent to the President of UPBSFI and members of the Board of Directors of the UPBSFI by e-mail
Final results and declaration of winners are documented. Copies of the election results are available on request.


In the event of a tie, the resolution is left to the decision of the President of UPBSFI and concurred by a majority vote of the current members of the BOD
Counting of votes by the Election Committee members is final


 IX.           FILING OF PROTEST
 
Candidates (s) for the BOD positions shall have 8 hours from the time the  election results and declaration of winners have been announced, to lodge  protest to  the Election Committee in-charge of the GL regarding  the vote count.
If the protest has merits and recount for the position is warranted, the recounting of ballots shall be done once for the position at the GL only 

The decision of the Election Committee is final
